The application includes (but need not be limited to) the following:

· title
· brief 100-200 word abstract suitable for posting on the IMSA web site;

· statement of project significance and objectives, including a description of the methodology, and relevant bibliography;
· time, task, and cost requirements for students, faculty, and staff;
· all instruments used in the study such as written surveys, consent forms (which includes details about videotaping, audio taping, and so forth if applicable), interview questions, and so forth;

· details of where instruments, audiotapes, videotapes, and the like will be stored and secured, how long they will be kept before they are destroyed, and method of disposal (this is especially important where subject identification is associated with specific records);

· details of where consents will be kept (these must be kept for a minimum of three years);
· project calendar;
· analysis of participant risk and guarantee of anonymity;

· description of evaluation procedures;
· description of project staff qualifications.
The application should contain sufficient detail in non-technical terms.

Review will be completed as quickly as possible, but researchers should expect a minimum of a three to four week time period before a written response is provided.  Please note that your research cannot proceed without the approval of the Human and Animal Subjects Review Committee and any directly affected staff from the IMSA community.
